Our long-term goal is to establish 

sustainable handball teams in different age groups and genders to take part in the English Leagues. 

Junior handball for girls and boys aged 8-15, together with our fun mini-Vikings sessions for 4-7 year olds, is 

a great way for kids to get active, being an exciting and different way to encourage children’s physical 

development, improving coordination, essential motor skills and teamwork.   
 

What is Handball?  
Handball is an action-packed, high-scoring Olympic sport and the fastest team ball-sport in the world!   

Indoor handball is a 7-a-side team game involving a goalkeeper and six outfield players with rolling 

substitutions, while mini handball for the little ones is played 5-a-side.  There’s also summer beach handball 

which is a brilliantly fun 4-a-side version with rush keepers and full of acrobatic trick-shots.  Goals are scored 

by passing the ball around the team to make space to shoot into the goal at the opposite end of the court.
